The 
chapel a t  the la tte r  service w a s  w e ll filled  w ith  v is ito rs  and the choir, 
w hich w a s  supplem ented b y  ladies, gave a finished rendering of the 1/eauti 
ful choral se ttin g  to  the service and the authem  ‘The heavens are te llin g ’ 
from “ C rea tio n ”  ; the choirs perform ance reflecting great credit upon 
the efforts of Mr. R. A lcock 31.A. its  conductor. The serm on preached by 
the Bishop of Fredericton w a s  an excep tion ally  fine one and his w ords 
w ill  dw ell lon g in the m em ories of those w h o  w ere privilged  to  hear 
them ; his te x t he took for the general ep istle  of Jude R V .3 ) “ Beloved it 
w a s  needful for me to  w rite  u n toyou , and exhort you th a t ye should 

ernestly  contend for the fa ith  w hich w a s  once delivered unto the sa in ts ” . 
The Lord Bishop of 3Iontreal pronounced the absolution and blessing.

A t one o ’clock lunch w a s  served to  v is ito rs  in the dining hall an l 
co n v o catio n  w a s  held in Bishops W illiam s’ H all at three o ’clock.
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Proceedings w en t w ith o u t a hitch ; the serious minded graduates and 
students of d iv in ity , the lig h t hearted sophom ores, and aw ed freshies, 
m aking not m ore than a lig itim a te  am ount of noise, and refraining from  
those ingenious p ractica l joikes w hich have been a  not a ltogeth er w e lco ­
me feature of form er years. A s for the grad u atin g  yea r —  ten good men 
and true and tw o  blushing m em bers of the fa ir  sex —  they sa t oeneath 
the dais bashfully  conscious of unaccustom ed hood and looking as through 
butter w ould  not m elt in their m ouths

The C hancellors opening speech w us brief and to tne point. The re­
ports of the A r ts  and D iv in ity  facu lties read by the P rincipal and V ice­
principal w ere en tirely  sa tisfa cto ry , sh ow in g the U n iversity  to  be in a 
m ost flourishing condition  and a like y-hood of increased numbers in botn 
faculties in the coining year.

Burt M .A ., and Dr. PL B row n in g  M .A . M.D. w h o had jyjl. A. (ad  
eundem ) conferred upon them.

Nine of la s t years freshmen w ere then 1 resented to  the chancellor a nd 
m atricu lated, a fter w hich prizes w ere d istributed  by Bishop F arth in g. 
A fter a short and am using speech from  the Bishop of P'redericton fo ll­
owed by o thers equally brief for the Hon. P. S .-G . M ackenzie and Dr. I. 
A inslie Young, the proceedings w ere brought to  a close by the singing of 
the N ation al anthem .

The P rin cipal and Mrs Parrock invited  everyone to  tea and between 
the hours of 4.30 and 6 o ’clock the terraces in front of the Lodge present­
ed a g a y  and festive appearance By 6.30 P. M. a ll w a s  over, boxes and 
trunks began to  m ake their appearance and every w here w ere signs of de- 
partrue. The long vac. had l>egun.

u tter w ith  as much truth , those w o rd s w hich our late beloved and la ­
mented K in g  breathed on his deathbed : “ I believe I have done m y du­

t y ” .
And now  as th at m ysterious and eternal phenomenon tim e is speed­

ing fo rw ard  so rap id ly , en tirely  regardlers of mundane affairs, I must 
bring th is to  a close.
