The event is open to the public and free of charge – no tickets required. 

If you need eclipse glasses, reserve them by using this link before Saturday, 

April 6th at 11: 55 p.m.: www.ubishops.ca/eclipse2024. Glasses will be 

distributed as of 1 p.m. on Monday, April 8th – see full programming below. 

 

Access to campus is limited to the East entrance (closest to Autoroute 410). 

Parking will be available while spots last on a first come, first served 

basis.  We suggest that visitors park in the streets of the Borough of 

Lennoxville and walk to campus - it's a 10-minute walk. 
 

Visitors with reduced mobility: Plan to arrive early (before 11 a.m.).  Individuals 

with reduced mobility may be dropped off near access to Coulter Field (E1 on 

campus map below). Note that P1 will be closed, parking may be available in 

P2 (see map).  Volunteer on campus will be able to direct you.
